For the 
most part we did OK here. We only 
lost power for about 30 minutes 
but the rectory basement flooded.

basement. It was very annoying; very upsetting and really 
inconvenient! After all, I’m not a homeowner. I’m just a 
temporary resident of whatever house I live in. But, many 
of you own your homes and deal with these little (and not 
so little) disasters all the time. I could learn a lot from all of 
you and what you have had to endure.
