Please make sure to take note that the 
Parish Office will be CLOSED all this 
coming week, July 26 - 30 due to our 
secretary being on vacation. The Parish 
Office will re-open on Monday, August 2. 
 

I hope you are enjoying the summer months and that you 
are finding ways to beat the heat. Please pray for those 
who do not have air conditioning in these days, especially 
those who may be elderly or ill. The reason it’s called air 
conditioning instead of just “cooling” is that the air is also 
filtered and de-humidified. The air quality has been rather 
poor lately and those without air conditioning suffer a great 
deal from more than just feeling warm. As an asthmatic I 
know the great value of having air conditioning in the 
summer and I always pray for those who are without it. 
 
If you are able, please stop over after Mass to donate a 
pint of blood. The Knights of Columbus are sponsoring 
today’s blood drive. 
 
While we are clearly emerging from the pandemic there is 
still some cause to be careful. Variant strains are causing 
a slight uptick in cases. Being vaccinated helps but there 
are cases now of vaccinated people testing positive for 
Covid19. For vaccinated people getting Covid the 
symptoms should be very mild and not life threatening but 
I think we would all rather still not get it at all. Please 
continue to wash your hands frequently, use hand 
sanitizer, avoid large crowds and when in a large group 
indoors, consider wearing a mask.
