Among the many changes we made at Mass because of 
the Covid pandemic one was suspending the Offertory 
Procession where people bring up the gifts of bread and 
wine for the Eucharist. In our ongoing efforts to return 
things to the usual way they had been done in the past 
we will resume having people bring up the gifts at 
Mass beginning October 1 & 2, the 27th Sunday in 
Ordinary Time.  At all Masses the ushers will ask one or 

two people to come forward and offer the gifts to the
