FROM THE PASTOR 

 
Surrexit Dominus! Alleluia! 
 
The Lord is Risen! Alleluia! 
 
We have reached the day of glory; the 
day of victory. A very happy and a 

Blessed Easter to you all and to all those you love. As the 
world around us springs back into life we also experience 
the new life to be found in Jesus Christ who came back 
from the dead. He has conquered death by His own 
resurrection. He has destroyed the power of sin in our lives 
and given us the true reconciliation that overcomes sin.  
 
I sincerely hope and pray that this Eastertide may be filled 
with joy for all of you. I pray it is a season of blessings and 
hope. In addition, for anyone among our congregation or 
among your families and friends who may be struggling 
with any problems —physical, spiritual or emotional— I 
pray the renewed hope that comes with Easter fills their 
hearts and gives them the strength and the 
encouragement they need to face whatever troubles them.
