FROM THE PASTOR 
 
“And the Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us…” (John 1:14) 
 
With that simple phrase St. John the 
Apostle describes the tremendous 
mystery of the Incarnation which we 

celebrate this weekend. God the Father created all things 
by command of His word. The book of Genesis reminds us 
that “God said, ‘Let there be light’ and there was light”. The 
word of God brings about all created things. 
 
Jesus, the second person of the Trinity, is the eternal Word 
of God, uncreated and dwelling with the Father and the 
Spirit from all eternity and present at the creation of the 
universe. 
 
This eternal Word of God took on human flesh and was 
born of the Virgin Mary. The eternal Word of God became 
a human being. The eternal Word of God was born as our 
Savior, the Christ, the anointed one. He who redeems us 
and saves us from sin and death is God Incarnate; He is 
“Emmanuel” which means “God-With-Us”. 
 
So, we no longer have to face the darkness alone. We are 
no longer subject to the power of sin and death which 
gained a foothold in this world through the work of Satan 
and the Original Sin of men and women. The Lord of hosts 
condescended to become a little child and He did this for 
me…and for YOU! 
 
Over the centuries so very many other things have become 
attached to our celebration of Christmas. All of them are 
traditional, and beautiful, and wonderful. But, we must 
never forget that at the center of all the festivity is this 
essential mystery” That the Word became flesh and 
dwelt among us. 
 
I hope you are all going to have not only a beautiful 
Christmas Day but also a wonderful celebration of 
Christmas all through its twelve days. I also hope that you 
will continue the festivity throughout the whole of the 
Church’s season of Christmas which extends up until 
January 9, the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. 
 
My prayers for you and yours are that the Word made 
flesh, Jesus Christ, the Savior of the World whose birth we 
celebrate will fill your hearts and your lives with the joy and 
the peace of Christmas. I also pray that all of you will find 
peace, health and happiness in the coming New Year.
