First Reading: Acts 9:26-31 
Paul the Apostle came to Jerusalem, where the other 
disciples were afraid of him. Then they learned that 
the Lord had spoken to Paul and he had preached 
openly in Damascus. When they learned that 
someone wanted to kill him, they protected him 
because they fully believed he had converted. 

 

Second Reading: 1 John 3:18-24 
John clearly states that we must love one another. All 
people who believe in Jesus Christ can show their 
faith only through their actions. If people believe in 
Jesus and love one another as he commanded us, 
they prove that they are true believers in Christ. 

 

Gospel: John 15:1-8 
Jesus compares himself to a vine, and compares his 
father to the vine-grower. He explains how God prunes 
the barren branches so that the rest might yield more 
fruit. He reminds them that apart from himself, his 
followers could not bear fruit.
