ARE WE OPENING UP CHURCH AGAIN??? 
 
The Governor’s Executive Order 107 (the shut down) 
remains in effect. Under these provisions gatherings 
more than ten (10) people are not permitted. 
 
Here at St. Joseph for the time being we will continue 
to live-stream Sunday Mass and celebrate daily Mass 
privately. We do not plan to have “drive-in Mass -OR- 
offer “drive-thru” Communion at present. 
 
The church will be unlocked and open for private prayer 
on Saturdays from 12:00 Noon until 5:00PM and on 
Sundays for private prayer from 9:00AM until 10:30AM (it 
has to be closed while we live-stream the 11:00AM 
Mass).The church will also be open for private prayer 
Monday - Friday from 9:00AM until 6:00PM. 
 
In addition, CONFESSIONS will be heard regularly on 
Saturday afternoons from 4:00 - 5:00PM. Father will 
use the sacristy so that appropriate distance can be 
maintained while insuring privacy. Those wishing to go to 
Confession should wear a mask and may wait in the 
Narthex standing six (6) feet apart until they can go into 
the Sacristy to confess.

FROM THE PASTOR 
 
Christ is Risen! Alleluia! 
Surrexit Christus! Alleluia! 
¡Cristo ha resucitado! Aleluia! 
 
Pentecost Sunday has arrived. 
The day on which we celebrate the 
birth of the Church which was 
“conceived”, as it were, on Good 
Friday when Christ laid down His 

life for us. 
 
We echo the words of the ancient prayer: Come Holy Spirit! 
Fill the hearts of the faithful and kindle in us the fire of Your 
love. Send forth Your Spirit and we shall be created, and 
You shall renew the face of the earth! 
 
That is something for which, I think, we are all praying in 
these anxious and troubling times: a renewed face of the 
earth. We are all longing for things to be different. I don’t 
think I can say that I’d like things to go back to normal. We 
can’t ever go backwards. We must always continue to live 
and to grow forwards. 
 
Nevertheless, I’m praying that we can once again resume 
our routines of work, school, play and prayer but that we 
can do so changed for the good by this experience. I hope 
and pray that when the restrictions are lifted we go into the 
future a bit more considerate of others, a bit more mindful 
of how our presence and interactions affect others, a bit 
more appreciative of each other and of the little things that 
matter to us when we can’t have them, a bit more mindful 
of our mortality and the fragility and preciousness of 
human life. 
 
I most definitely want to resume the daily life that has been 
interrupted for us all but I hope and pray we can do so with 
a renewed outlook and attitude. We can, perhaps, take 
fewer things for granted. It might be nice if we cared for 
each other more as people have exhibited time and again 
in the last 10 weeks. 
 
As your priest I have been very keenly aware how many of 
you have greatly missed coming to church, celebrating the 
Sacraments together, and enjoying the fellowship of 
community. I hope and pray that when our parish life 
resumes in full all of us will have a renewed and refreshed 
outlook on life together as a parish family and there will be 
a reinvigorated spiritual life for us all. Our faith is communal 
and we can help each other in our spiritual endeavors.  
 
For all of this we can and should pray for the strength, the 
comfort and the guidance of the Holy Spirit. He was 
present at the creation of all things; He inspired the earliest 
Christians to build a community of faith and love and take 
it on the road to the whole world; He comes to dwell within 
each of us and constantly renews of life and our love of 
God. 
 
So…Happy Birthday, Church! Let’s all have a Blessed 
Week ahead. Stay calm; stay safe and keep the faith!
