RELIEF FOR HAITI EARTHQUAKE 
 
The island nation of Haiti recently suffered an earthquake 
which resulted in the deaths of at least 1,300 people and 
leaving thousands of others without food, shelter, and 
access to medical care. The weekend of SEPTEMBER 11 
& 12 our parish will take up a special collection. The funds 
will go to the USCCB Emergency Disaster Fund and 
Catholic Relief Services and/or Catholic Charities USA and 
will help provide the humanitarian assistance so greatly 
needed following this disaster. Thank you for your 
generosity to this collection, which, again, will be taken at 
all Masses on SEPTEMBER 11 & 12.
