In particular take note of the fact
that the Great Vigil of Easter takes place next Saturday at
8:00PM. There is no 5:00 Mass on Holy Saturday! Also,
there are three Masses in English on Easter Sunday at
7:30, 9:30 and 11:00. The Spanish Mass on Easter
Sunday takes place at 12:30.

Allow all your worries, troubles and concerns to fall into the
background this week. Place them at the foot of the Cross
and allow the Lord to carry that burden for you along with
the burden of your sins. Allow the mercy and grace of God
to wash over you and fill you with a profound sense of the
awesome power of God’'s love for you. Not just for all
humanity in the abstract. God loves YOU as an individual.
You are His child. He sent His Son into the world to suffer
and die that YOU might have everlasting life.

This is the week we remember that. We go from triumph,
to sorrow to immense joy all in the space of just a few days.
